The Chépy wind farmis in
Picardie in the Department of
the Somme. It has a 15-year
power purchase contract with
Electricité de France. The
renewable energy generated by
the wind turbines reduces CO,
emissions by over 2,505 tons
annually. Carbon dioxide is one
of the main greenhouse gases
contributing to climate change.
