With an installed capacity of

40 MW, the Livermore Falls
wood-residue thermal power
station in Maine generates more
than 240 GWh of electricity per
year. Through partnerships with
local forest operators, it obtains
the forest biomass that it mainly
uses as fuel. Given that it uses
biomass as a fuel source,

its CO, emissions are
considered to be neutral.
