The Stratton thermal

power station in Maine burns
wood-residues to generate over
330 GWh of renewable energy
per year. Through partnerships
with local forest operators,

it obtains the forest biomass
that it mainly uses as fuel,
thereby reducing its ecological
footprint. Because it is fuelled
by forest biomass,

its CO, emissions are
considered to be neutral.
